MEDIA ADVISORY
Attention Anglers: Important Changes in the North Bay and Temagami Area (FMZ 11)
As a result of recent efforts to streamline and harmonize fishing regulations in Ontario, the North Bay District of the Ministry of Natural Resources wants to inform anglers of some important changes to the Fishing Regulations in the North Bay District (Fisheries Management Zone 11). 

FMZ 11 incorporates portions of old Fishing Division 15 south of North Bay as well as parts of old Fishing Division 18 but does not include Lake Timiskaming or the Ottawa River. A map of FMZ 11 is found on page 58 of the Ontario Fishing Summary. Note that the changes discussed here apply neither to Lake Temagami nor to Lake Nipissing. Those two lakes have their own management plans and the rules for those are detailed as “exceptions” on page 60 and 61 of the Summary.
For most of FMZ 11, beginning this year, the lake trout season is split into an “ice fishing” and an “open water” season. The open water lake trout season opens on the 3rd Saturday in May and closes on September 30. (The ice fishing season for lake trout opened on February 15 and closed on the 3rd Sunday in March.) Limits for lake trout are now 2 fish on a sportfishing license and 1 on a conservation license. On designated stocked lakes, as detailed on page 59 of the Summary, the lake trout season is open year round.
There is now a slot size for walleye and sauger in FMZ 11. For all anglers, no fish are permitted between 43 and 60cm and only one fish over 60cm is allowed. In many cases, fish sanctuary dates have been extended to June 15th, as listed on pages 60 and 61 of the Ontario Fishing Summary. 
Brook trout limits remain at 5 but only 1 fish longer than 31cm, for sportfishing licenses, and zero (0) over 31cm, for conservation licenses, are permitted. 

FMZ 11 Northern pike anglers, particularly south of North Bay in old Division 15, should review the size limit and season changes (pg 60) before heading out on the water as the open water pike season opens the 3rd Saturday in May with size restrictions.

As always, anglers are advised to read the Summary, including the exceptions on pages 60 and 61, before heading out to fish.
